If you dont take the
initiative to make contact, because afterall you are the foreign exchange student
they don't know if you speak their language or not, they will probably refrain
from coming up to you. Though, if you do decide to take initiative and show them
who you are and try to speak some swedish, how funny it may sound, they will
probably appreciate it. Honestly I think it would be better if you dont know fluent
swedish, the Swedish students wil probably think it's a bit funny and cool if you
have an accent or make some grammatical mistakes.
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After school In Sweden I usually hang out with my

friends or do sports. We dont have any school clubs

in sweden but theirs plenty of sport and music as-

sociations outside of school that you can join. If

you join a sports team in your local town theres

probably a lot of people from your school that are

members aswell. It would probably help with mak-

ing friends and showing them who you are. In my

town alot of people go to the gym after school, it's

probably because it's so close to school.
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They 1l go bowling together, concerts, cinema, shopping even eating together!
What' s more different is that in Norway it is allowed for student to have part
time jobs. All the concerts and movies do cost money and most of the Norwegian
students do not rely on their parents, which is why most of them do part time jobs.
But even when they’ re broke they Il still hang out with their friends because
when you' re broke everyone s broke. That s why when everyone s broke
they” 1l have a movie night at someone s house or even a sleep over. So if you
ever get asked to come, don’ t forget to bring some popcorn and good mood. So
if you' re worried about not getting a friend, do not worry about that. You should
rather worry about being attacked with attention and friendly requests from both
boys and girls that want to know about you.
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
